Egypt, Syria, Uganda,

and Germany — met to

was a great opportunity for our Russian team to meet key people
and distribute our materials.

Petersburg, Russia. The theme of the conference was the Works of
the Holy Spirit. Igor was able to give a presentation on Third Mill
and gave away DVDs. He also met a pastor of a small Reformed
church in Siberia who is planning to start a Third Mill network

in other cities around Siberia.

THIRD MILL IN SOUTH AFRICA

“Some of the biggest obstacles to biblical education in
South Africa is access. Due to our history, it is difficult
for [those studying to become pastors] to cope with the
level of English that is required. However, because Third
Mill resources are in DVD format, people can watch the
lessons [as opposed to just listening or reading]. And
some of those people who might be semi-illiterate can see
what is happening and see the impact and the significance
of the Scriptures. I think also the visual material that
comes with some of the materials—for example, Paul’s
journey, where you see it on the map and the movement
and in the commentary—it helps to bring a picture to

people’s minds of the biblical world.”
